Looking back at the history of the International College of
Dentists Japan Section

The International College of Dentists (ICD) celebrated its 100th anniversary in 2020. However, due to the
global COVID-19 pandemic, we were unable to hold the anniversary meeting in Nagoya which was going to be
led by the ICD president Dr. Akira Senda. I would like to take this opportunity to look back at the history of
the ICD Japan Section from its conception.

The idea for the ICD was conceived in 1920 in Tokyo. At that time, Dr. Tsurukichi Okumura and colleagues,
who were pioneers in the field of dentistry, worked with Dr. Ottofy to create a place where dentists around the
world could exchange ideas and serve people through the practice of dentistry.

Its Japan Section was established in 1952 with 20 members led by Dr. Shusaku Fukushima as the first
president of the Society. A visit by Dr. William Alstadt, the president of ADA, in 1958 led to the official
approval of the Japan Section as the 25th subcommittee of the ICD. The first congress of the Japan Section was
held at the Hotel Chinzanso Tokyo in April 1959, and we welcomed a total of 12 fellows from the U.S. Thailand,
and British Burma (now Myanmar). In 1969, the Society was given autonomy and officially approved as the
“Autonomous Section No.6” . In addition, the 6th President Seiji Kawabe was named the Director of the World
Headquarters. We celebrated the 50th anniversary of the ICD in 1978 in Anaheim, just outside of Los Angeles
in the U.S,, with the official unveiling of the portraits of Drs. Okumura and Ottofy. Based on a proposal by the
headquarters, over 100 fellows joined the anniversary celebration in Japan, and a seminar was held by the
Japan Section and the headquarters at the Tokyo Dental College in October 1978. Dr. Sadao Sato, who was the
Executive Director at the time, stated that this was the largest gathering and an outstanding seminar that truly
reflected the principles of the founders, which was to create a space where colleagues could exchange their
1deas and information for the promotion of human well-being.

The Japan Section has since been established with the membership principles of “realizing the noble spirit of
service in dentistry, raising the standards of the practice of dentistry based on morale, and striving to maintain
the pride of the membership” .

A meeting of the International Board of Directors was held in May 2009 in Yokohama by Dr. Takeshi Saito,
the 25th president of the section. This meeting was an opportunity to establish connections and collaboration
among the members, and was attended by the ICD President Dr. Richard Shick as well as all the members
of the Board of Directors around the world. In February 2010, the Articles of Incorporation was established
and the voluntary organization officially became the ICD Japan Section. In 2019, a partnership agreement was
signed among the Japan, Taiwan, and Korea Sections under the guidance of Dr. Takashi Miyazaki, the 30th
president of the Japan Section.

Although the COVID-19 pandemic has impacted the activities of the Japan Section since last year, we have
successfully adopted to this changing environment and held various online and hybrid events. Our executives
and committees are working closely to ensure the safety of members and participants while continuing our
activities. Our goal is to continue the legacy of the Japan Section and maintain the flow of its strong energy into
the next generation.
